Social script for schools



My class and I are going on camp.
We are going to Sovereign Hill.
We will go on a bus to get there.
My teacher has been planning lots of fun things for us to do on camp at Sovereign Hill.

We might do an Education Session, pan for gold or just have a look around.



I will eat breakfast and dinner at the Café, New York Bakery or Charlie Napier Hotel.
I will listen carefully to the kitchen staff when they tell me how to come and get my food.
I will be sensible at my table and use my inside talking voice.
I will make sure that I only walk inside.



For lunch, I might have food from the Hope Bakery.
My teacher will pick up the food and find somewhere for us to sit and eat.
I will be patient while my teacher hands out the food to everyone. 
I will make sure I put all my rubbish in the bin.



There are different places at the Sovereign Hill Hotel where my school might stay. 
We might stay at the Northern or Southern Barracks, Canadian Gully, Esmond Terrace or at Steinfeld’s. 
I will sleep in a room with my friends. The room will have bunk beds and maybe some single beds. 



Some people get sad if they don’t get to sleep on the top bunk.
I know that it doesn’t matter which bed I have, because I will only be in my room to sleep, shower and get 
dressed.
Only the people that are sleeping in my room can come in there. 



The toilets and showers where I am staying could look like this. Some rooms have an ensuite instead.
When I have a shower, I take my clothes and toiletries and towel into the cubicle.
I will have a shower, dry myself and then get dressed.
